TRANSPORTATION:

Public transportation in London is fantastic. For maps, journey planning and directions (for any form of transportation at all, www.tfl.gov.uk is your primary resource. Tickets for travel by bus and underground can be purchased in any London underground station and in many newsagent shops. See www.tfl.gov.uk/tickets/faresandtickets for types of tickets and where to buy. Special fares are available for overseas visitors.

Black cabs are generally slightly more expensive than car services for long distances – however they are widely available, can be flagged on the street and are affordable for short distances without traffic. Our recommended car service is Addison Lee; book online at www.addisonlee.com or on 0207 387 8888.
